The Highway Speed Car will feature:

— An advanced, new age air bag system

— Child safety features

— Safe driving in all weather conditions (i.e.
rain/floods, lightning, snow, heat)

9. What type of batteries will it have,
and are they warranted?

The Highway Speed is powered by a 320

Volt, 25 kilowatt, advanced, proprietary,

safety tested, lithium-ion battery pack.

The batteries will be warranted for eight
years or 100,000 miles.

10. What is the range and how long
does it take to recharge?

The range of the car is 120 miles on a single

charge. The lithium ion iron phosphate

battery system will take 4-6 hours to charge

at 50% depletion and charge on a 220 Volt

service.

We are also in the advanced stages of
jointly developing a high speed charging
system for the car, which will allow the car

to charge in less than 30 minutes at fast
charging stations.

11. Where can you charge it and
how much does it cost to
charge?

The Highway Speed can be recharged at

any standard 220V wall socket (3-prong).

Fast charging stations will be initially

located in urban test beds.

Based on the average night time cost of

electricity in the U.S. ($0.07/kilowatt), the

cost to fully charge the Highway Speed car

at night is about $1.75.

12. Does it have power steering
and power brakes?

The Highway Speed car will have power

steering and power brakes.

13. Does it have a regenerative
braking system?

The Highway Speed will utilize a

regenerative braking system which will

recoup some of the energy lost during the

braking process.
